Michigan Senate Majority Floor Leader Mike Kowall, Senator
Dave Hildenbrand and Senator Pete MacGregor are sponsoring a for-
mal Vietnam War era lapel pinning ceremony in commemoration of
the 50-year anniversary of the war. A Vietnam War Commemorative
Lapel Pin will be provided to U.S. veterans who served on active duty
at any time from November 1, 1955 to May 15, 1975, regardless of
location. The Commemoration honors all Vietnam veterans.
